WHEREAS, the service and sacrifice of all officers killed in the line of duty will be 

honored during the 35th Annual Candlelight Vigil on May 13, 2023, as part of National 

Police Week; and 

 

WHEREAS, May 15 is designated as Peace Officers Memorial Day in honor of all 

fallen officers and their families and U.S. flags will be flown at half-staff in remembrance,
