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Sarah Jane (Gibson) Perry died near
here Oct. 2, 1855. “Sally,” born in
Maury Co., Tenn., Jan. 16, 1828, moved
to Harrison Co., Texas, where she
taught school. There she married on
Dec. 14, 1847, Napoleon Bonaparte
Perry (“Nap”), a planter and merchant
of Port Caddo, Texas.

These pioneers, with 3 small
children, moved to this, the Logan
Survey, Tarrant Co., 1854.

Nap Perry was a farmer, Confederate
soldier, and later a community leader
of Webb.

This is the oldest marked grave in
southeast Tarrant Co.
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
