This item is to provide the Council the opportunity to discuss whether there is an individual they would like to
nominate to serve on the board. The Chief Appraiser of each County will prepare the ballots and send to the
taxing units on or before October 30, 2021.  The governing bodies of the taxing units will determine their votes
by resolution and submit the votes to the Chief Appraiser before December 12, 2021.  The City of Mansfield
has the following number of votes per county: Tarrant County - 50 votes: Johnson County - 78 votes & Ellis
County - 5 votes.
